The committee voted to keep the membership small given the technical nature of the work.  But, they did ask Sheila Huber, Assistant Attorney General, and Molly Elliott, Supervisor and Interim Chief of Federal Funding, Children’s Administration, to attend future meetings for their knowledge and expertise.  They will also bring in expertise as needed throughout the process.

Tasks/Responsibilities - The members reviewed the current list and will come to the next meeting with their additions, subtractions, as well as prioritization of tasks.

IV-E and Funding Models – The committee heard from Fred Wulcyzn, Chapin Hall, and Charlotte McCullough, consultant, on current IV-E reform efforts being discussed by Congress, as well as different risk sharing and funding models.  It was clear that a payment model couldn’t be developed until Children’s Administration decided what model of practice it wanted to achieve.

Next Steps:
The committee is focused on providing recommendations on payment models for the performance-based contracting conversion.  Children’s Administration has asked for this by April 2010.  It was strongly suggested that Children’s Administration begin discussions with the Region 10 federal funding office soon to begin laying the foundation for flexibility in funding to allow Washington State to deliver services differently. 
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
